67 percent selected members wore facing violence form their husbands
and other members of house and society but now after joining groups. They started Pro
testing against them and so the violence against them reduce to 18 percent and fore there
over all decreased in violence was 73.2 percent.

The main purpose of Rashtrasant Tukdoji Maharaj was to serve the human being in his
life. The love of the nation and the work for the nation was his motive in our country.
Throughout his lite he worked for building the nation India as a strong one in the whole world.

C For this he wrote many bhajans (songs) and also addressed to the people of our India to inspire
them to serve the nation. He wrote the great volume named "Gramgeeta” in which the guided the
whole humanity.

Tukdoji Maharaj was born in poor uneducated family in a small village called Yawali. He
acquired his pnmary education and left his native place to get vast knowledge of the world from
any enlightened Guru. He wandered many places like Ramdighi. Tadoba jungle and Ramiek and
inany more. He got the habit of singing bhajans (religious songs) from his mother and later he
was inclined towards the social difficulties and problems as our country was being ruled by the
British Government.

Tukdoji Mahara) observed that the people were living under blind belief because they
- were unceducated. He then resolved to work for the society and its problems. The beginning
- Period of life of Tukdon Maharaj was of British Government, He then appealed to the people

. try for freedom of our country to discard the British rule and establish Indian Government. With
this he also told the people to be educated to change the life of oppression, He appealed to the

people to take education to progress in their life. His great volume Gramgeeta is related to the

of our country.

In Maharashtra in the 19" and 20" century there

were many social reformists and
educationists. Among them was one Rashtrasant Tukdoji Maharaj who worked on the ground

level to reform in the life of rural people. Most of the people living in rural India were far away

- from education. There were no schools or educational institutions by which the people can be
t{ = . - e —— "
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educated. So he appealed the then society and reformists to open educational institutions of every
branch so as to uplift the backwardness prevailing at that time in the Indian society.
Tukdoji Maharaj realized that the economy of our country was one important factor. The
economy of the country was depend on the agriculture so he told that the agriculture education
should be provided to the rural people of our country. He advocated the thoughts of Mahatma
Gandhi in case of rural Indian society and their problems with solutions. Rural India was on
\ large scale as compared with urban India. So Tukdoji Maharaj strongly stressed this point of

education in his volume '‘Gramgeeta' in rural India. On the basis of his experience and insight the
! Rashtrasant wrote 'Gramgeeta' wherein he pointed out the present realities and gave a new
% concept of progress for rural India through education.

Tukdoji Maharaj was a selt-realized Sant who acquired his knowledge by sadhana of
spiritual and yogic exercises. Though he was formally not much educated his metaphysical spirit
and potentiality was of very high order. His devotional songs permeate full spirit of devotion and
moral values. His traditional musical instrument was very impressive which made magical spell
on the people. Even though bachelor his whole life was dedicated for the service of the people

realized he taught the lessons for purity of hearts to the people. He told the people that existence
of God is everywhere. He pointed out there is limitless power of God which affects everyone in
this world. His principle was service to man is service to God. Humanity was his main motto. He
tried to awaken the positive instincts of human and make every village an ideal one as Gram

9 Swaraj. He preached the people to attain the ultimate Goal of Human Life by acquiring spiritual
‘.“_' ~ knowledge. His wisdom Tives on in His Gramgeeta which provides inspiration for the

development of village and building of the country. He tried hard to change devotion to God into

service to mankind and the nation. He transformed a traditional prayer Organization into

Tukdoji Maharaj lived with Mahatma Gandhi in Sevagram Ashram in 1936 for 4 month.

There he realized the national programme of Gandhiji. The same activities for the development

of the villages were organized by Tukdoji Maharaj in many villages. He established the All India
_—— Shri Gurudev Seva Mandal which provided and developed many Programies-for-tis-rorl——
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development. His Gramgeeta describes the inspiration for village development. Hig/ seevce
towards the nation make better mankind and way of living better life.

Tukdoji Mahraj wrote the bhajans of patriotic meaning that created awakening in the
villagers. His book Gramgegta became the Bible for the villagers progeress. He participated in
the vishwa Dharma Parishad held in Japan in 1955 and was honored there. He would help the
people in distress at the time of national calamities. He used to work in person with the villagers
in road construction, village sanitation and other activites. His writings both prose and poetry are
full of devotion and the spirit of humanity. His selfless devotion and dedication are bound to
teach the lessons for the generation to come in future,

The thoughts of social and national development are reflected in Gramgeeta of Tukdoji
Mahraj. This book was composed in poetic form touching all sides of human life and the
country.

Plagiarism can take a broad range of
forms At its simplest and most extreme,
plagiarism involves putting one's own name on
some one else’s work; this is commonly seen in
schools when a student submits a paper that
someone else has written. Schools, colleges and
Universities usually have explicit guidelines for
reviewing and punishing plagiarism by students
and faculty members. The act of using someone
else's work, idea, etc. - without giving the author
the deserved credit for it - for one’s own benefits
is known as plagiarism. Plagiarism is defined in
many different ways by authors involved in the
academia area. Many definitions can be found,
but below a few examples are presented:
“Unacknowledged copying of documents
or programs” (Joy & Luck, 1999 pp. 129-
133)"The presentation of another person’s ideas
or material as if it were one’s own” (Culwin&
Lancaster, 2000)“The sub-mission of part or all
of another person’s work as if it were ones own,
without the knowledge of the author, and with
intention to deceive” (Irving, 2004)

Plagiarism as an aspect of academic dishonesty
is defined by Park as “the theft of words orideas,
beyond what would normally be regarded as
general knowledge” (2003, p. 472). Park
describes plagiarism both as having intent and
as involving not only words but also ideas.
Besides the loss of credit due the original author,
Gullifer and Tyson (2010) argue that plagiarism
by passes learning and produces in adequately
educated graduates whose lack of skills may
pose potential threats to society through the
provision of in accurate knowledge at different
levels. Furthermore, Marsden, Carroll and Neill
(2005) agree that this occurrence could tarnish
the image of higher education institutions and
increase media scrutiny.

In this broad sense an account of yesterday’s
match or an advertisement for soap powder is
as much literature as the Dialogue of Plato or
the novels of Graham Greene. But when we talk
about English Literature as we do, we are using
the word inindifferent and perhaps more serious
sense.

To define literature is a difficult task
which we do not need to attempt, yet it is
generally easy to recognize literature when we
come across it. In the same way it might be very
difficult to define or describe a dog, but not at
all difficult to recognize a dog when we see one.
The shapes of literature are as various as the
shapes of dogs, yet we have no hesitation in
saying that King Lear is literature. Animal Farm
is literature too: and so is Shelley’s Ode to the
West Wind, But yesterday’s Times and Guide
Michelin and the Encyclopedia Britannica are
not literature except in the loosest and most
general sense of the word. Some people in order

to exclude this loose and general sense use
phrases like “creative literature ‘or ‘serious
literature or ‘imaginative literature’. Some
phrases may sometimes help us to understand
what we are talking about, but each is poem to
objection especially perhaps the first, since
‘creative ‘has now become a fashionable and
almost meaningless word in England.
